About the workshop  

Libraries store vast amounts of data—such as catalogs, research 

publications, and operational records (e.g., circulation, and ac-

quisition data). However, much of this data remains siloed, un-

derutilized, and not machine-processable or interoperable, lim-

iting its potential for automation, analysis, and integration. 

 

In today's networked world, every stakeholder—whether 

patrons, funders, publishers, or policymakers—operates in 

a connected environment. Libraries should no longer oper-

ate in isolation. To unlock the full value of their data, librar-

ies must transform it into interconnected, machine-readable 

resources by adopting semantic technologies and the 

Linked Data approach. 

 

To meet the increasing demand for interoperable, machine-

readable data, the Documentation Research and Training Centre 

(DRTC) at the Indian Statistical Institute Bangalore, in collabora-

tion with the INFLIBNET Centre Gandhinagar and Sarada Ranga-

nathan Endowment for Library Science (SRELS) Bangalore, is or-

ganizing a three-day workshop on Linked Open Data and Seman-

tic Web technologies. This year’s theme, "Transforming Library 

Data into Global Knowledge," aims to empower library profes-

sionals, museum and archival experts, data scientists, and re-

searchers with the necessary skills to make data accessible in a 

digitally connected environment. The program blends theoretical 

insights with hands-on sessions on semantic tools (e.g., data 

modeling software, graph databases) and technologies (e.g., RDF, 

OWL, SPARQL, Linked Data), enabling participants to create 

linked data and build knowledge graphs that facilitate global 

search and support automatic processing, reasoning, and analy-

sis.

Vocabulary: Taxonomy, Metadata, Ontology, Linked Data (LD), 

Knowledge Graph (KG), Data Integration, Data Visualization, Se-

This workshop is primarily designed for library professionals, data 

scientists, and researchers, but is open to participants from all 

disciplines, including those from academia and industry. While 

focusing on library-specific use cases and datasets, it will also ex-

plore applications in fields such as health and medicine. The work-

shop aims to help participants break down data silos, improve data 

accessibility, and transform information into interconnected re-

sources. Its objectives include raising awareness of relevant tech-

nologies, enhancing resource management, improving service 

delivery, streamlining report generation, and supporting informed 

decision-making. Ultimately, the workshop strives to build a skilled 

workforce through intensive training.
